Silence for self reflection

in every age since. He could invite people not only to do as he said, but to do as he did.

L: When we look to others than Jesus Christ as the source of our standards;
C: Forgive us, O God.

L: When Jesus weeps over our behaviour even as he wept over Jerusalem;
C: Forgive us, O God.




L: God of grace and truth, we remember Jesus’ commitment to grace and love for all people.
Empower us with the Holy Spirit to deepen our commitment to follow Jesus, even when that
means being ridiculed or persecuted, or sharing in the struggles and sufferings of others. This

we pray in Jesus’ name.
