All may make the sign of the cross, the sign marked at baptism, as the presiding minister begins.

It
seems such a distance from this Palm Sunday in Richfield, Minnesota to that day when you
entered Jerusalem with the shouts of the crowd ringing in your ears. Welcomed as a king, yet
riding on a lowly donkey. Greeted with cheers and acclamations which were so soon to turn to
jeers and condemnation. From this side of the resurrection, we confidently believe that we could
never have been part of the jeering crowd—but would we, if we had been there?

L: When we find ourselves glossing over the events of your passion and death because we look
forward to Easter as a time to enjoy holidays and have fun.

L: Gracious and loving God, empower us with the Holy Spirit so that our lives continually
glorify you and our tongues forever confess Jesus as Lord. This we pray in Jesus' name.

When the slave owners had brought Paul and Silas before the magistrates, they said, “These
men, these Jews, are disturbing our city ?! and are advocating customs that are not lawful for us,
being Romans, to adopt or observe.” 2 The crowd joined in attacking Paul and Silas, and the
magistrates had them stripped of their clothing and ordered them to be beaten with rods. 2 After
a severe flogging, Paul and Silas were thrown into prison and the jailer was ordered to keep
them securely. 2* Following these instructions, he put them in the innermost cell and fastened
their feet in the stocks.




25 About midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and the prisoners
were listening to them. % Suddenly there was an earthquake so violent that the foundations of
the prison were shaken, and immediately all the doors were opened and everyone’s chains were
unfastened.
