"Now I would remind you, brothers and sisters, of the good news that [ proclaimed to
you, which you in turn received, in which also you stand, “through which also you are be-
ing saved, if you hold firmly to the message that I proclaimed to you—unless you have
come to believe in vain.

*For I handed on to you as of first importance What I in turn had received: that Christ
died for our sins in accordance with the scriptures, “and that he was buried, and that he
was raised on the third day i in accordance with the scriptures, “and that he appeared to
Cephas, then to the twelve. “Then he appeared to more than five hundred brothers and sis-
ters at one time, most of whom are still alive, though some have died. 'Then he appeared
toJ ames, then to all the apostles. “Last of all, as to one untimely born, he appeared also to
me. 'For I am the least of the apostles, unfit to be called an apostle, because I persecuted
the church of God. ''But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward me



has not been in vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than any of them—though it was
not I, but the grace of God that is with me. ''Whether then it was I or they, so we proclaim
and so you have come to believe.

Gospel: Luke 24:1-12

'Very early in the morning on the first day of the week, the women went to the tomb,
bringing the fragrant spices they had prepared. > They found the stone rolled away from
the tomb, *but when they went in, they didn’t find the body of the Lord Jesus. “They
didn’t know what to make of this. Suddenly, two men were standing beside them in
gleaming bright clothing. >The women were frightened and bowed their faces toward the
ground, but the men said to them, “Why do you look for the living among the dead? °The
Messiah isn’t here, but has been raised. Remember what he told you while he was still in
Galilee, "that the Son of Man must be handed over to sinners, be crucified, and on the
third day rise again.” *Then they remembered Jesus’ words. *When the women returned
from the tomb, they reported all these things to the eleven and all the others. '° It was
Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary the mother of James, and the other women with them
who told these things to the apostles. ''Their words struck the apostles as nonsense, and
they didn’t believe the women. '> But Peter ran to the tomb. When he bent over to look
inside, he saw only the linen cloth. Then he returned home, wondering what had
happened.
